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Journal - For each reading section assigned, you will create a character journal.  This journals should help you to determine the important events of a chapter, while giving you a greater understanding of your character and the setting in which the story takes place.  Your journal entry should include:

· First person (I, we)

· Main events or adventures

· Character’s feelings about chapter events

· Hopes or worries for the future to serve as a prediction for the next chapter (I hope that… , I worry that…)

· Language which is true to the character and time period (ex. no present day slang in a historical fiction novel)

Preparing to write – Often the amount of information in a chapter can be too much to remember.  Use the format below to help you decide what is important and to organize/remember your information:
